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The double vault composting toilets that Bethezer have 
been fundraising for  for a couple of years have �nally been 
built. They are  a vast improvement over our previous long 
drops. The two toilet blocks have three toilets in each. They 
are easy to clean and function very well. 

 A donation from the WCF allowed us to experiment with a 
new style of building. A 2- roomed building was constructed 
using earthbags and timber. The building has a metal roof 
which catches water for our tanks. This type of building using 
local materials should allow us to build much more cheaply 
than we have been able to do in the past. It also provides a 
'permanent' building model for the local community. Our 
move into high school has necessitated additional 
classrooms. This building has helped to satisfy that need. 

Camp:  The annual children's Bible Camp was run in early July. The theme for the camp was "The life of Noah". The kids learnt a lot 
and had a fantastic time.

Hygiene: A �fth nurse  from Australia ran a hygiene programme 
for the school. This covered showering, toothbrushing 
handwashing and nose blowing. Each of the students received 
soap, towels, tooth brushes, toothpaste and a bag to keep them 
in. 

Library: Students and teachers were given classes in how 
to use the library more e�ectively. 

EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMES

BUILDING PROJECTS 2013



In 2013, year 7, a secondary level was introduced. This happened 
for a couple of reasons. Most secondary schools are boarding 
facilities. Consequently, most of the islanders who are 
subsistence farmers cannot a�ord to pay the fees. Several of our 
students have repeated year 6 despite getting good results in 
the year 6 national exams. They repeated the year because they 
wanted a further opportunity for schooling but couldn't a�ord to 
attend a secondary school.

Throughout primary school, Sunday school lessons are taught to 
the children. One of our sisters has been teaching in the classes 
which have non Christadelphian teachers.  Secondary school, 
provides us with an opportunity to teach the Bible in much more 
depth than we have been able to do with the younger students. 
We are now able to cater for the children's spiritual needs as well 
as for their educational needs.

Year 8 , our second year of secondary school, commenced in 
2014. We will need to be able to provide additional rooms for our 
new classes. We hope to be able to introduce sewing classes 
(domestic science) for our secondary students in August 2014.
We also pray that we will be able to construct a 'teacher's 
residence'  in August/ September. Having Australian volunteers 
staying at the school (short or long term) will enable us to better 
provide for the spiritual and educational well being of our 
students.
We would like to thank all of those who have helped the 
students at the Kapalpal School. Some have helped by giving the 
donations that make this work possible. Others have given their 
time and their energy to make it happen. We believe it is making 
a di�erence to the lives of the children in this community.

Plans for 2014

Secondary School







We turned up for our lesson, and we met two great couples: Michael Hewitt and his wife Miriam, and James Rasmussen and his wife 
Miranda.

A few of us came and studied with them. It was quite hard for us to learn because English is our second language. Sometimes, of 
course, we didn't even understand what they taught us. Instead of lessons sometimes we played Hangman. It was such a cool game 
that we were introduced to the �rst time, and we really enjoyed the study and company.

Thanks be to God, a few weeks later we got a translator and his name was Him. It was really helpful to learn the words and understand.

We realized that the way Christadelphians taught us was so di�erent compared with the New Life Church. The New Life Church taught 
us about Hell and that when you die you go straight to heaven (if you believe);  that Satan is a dark spirit; about the trinity, ghosts (bad 
spirits) and so on.

We told our friend at the New life Church’s Dorm what we had learned from the Christadelphians, that there is only one true God and 
one power, the son is the son, the father is the father… and so on…. and word spread to our NL Dorm manager. He told us NOT to 
come and study with the Christadelphians again, but we wanted to know more about what the Bible told us. When we came and 
studied with Christadelphians, they taught us so much from the Bible. They had quite a few Bibles to compare and a lot of resources to 
prove to us - it was not just by mouth, as we were used to hearing, or by a few people standing up on stage and telling us what they 
think.

So yes, we kept coming even when the NL dorm manager told us not to come and continued to learn with the Christadelphians. Until 
one day, the NL dorm manager told us they would kick us out of the dorms if we continued to go to the Christadelphians. BUT we still 
wanted to come to learn with the Christadelphians (to learn the true words of God) and we told them our problem. The 
Christadelphians said they would interview us, and then they will help us to �nd a place for us to stay… so yesss!
